
Getting there and parking 

There is ample free parking at Writtle University College 

By Rail The train journey from London, Liverpool Street station to the city of Chelmsford takes about 40 minutes, with 3-4 trains running per hour. 
You can then get a taxi or catch a bus: 
First, number 45 - to Writtle Village Green which is approximately 10 minutes' walk from the main campus 
Regal Busways, number 1/1a - stops right outside the University College 

By Air London Stansted, London's third airport is only a 35 minute drive from Writtle. Heathrow and Gatwick are also easily accessible via the M25 (90 minute drive). London city airport is easily accessible by rail to Chelmsford. 

By Coach A regular coach service is available to the city of Chelmsford bus station from London and all three major London airports (Stansted, Heathrow & Gatwick).
